The Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) allocated federal funding for FY2022-FY2026 under the Infrastructure
Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA). Connecticut is expected to receive approximately $6 billion delivered through a mix of
funding, much of it directed towards transportation projects. Unlike prior federal bills, there are many new
discretionary funding opportunities for municipalities to apply for and receive funding directly from USDOT. CRCOG is
tracking funding opportunities relevant to our members.

The CTDOT Local Bridge Program encompasses two distinct funding programs: the State Local Bridge Program and the
Federal Local Bridge Program. Projects may include bridge reconstruction, rehabilitation, modifications, or improvements
such as widening, complete replacement, or complete removal. To qualify for State Local Bridge Program, a bridge must
carry a public road, be municipally owned and/or maintained, and considered deficient. To qualify for the Federal Local
Bridge Program, the bridge must span at least 20 feet and be located on a road functionally classified as local or as a
rural minor collector. Additional eligibility requirements and lists of eligible bridges can be found on the program website.
