CRCOG staff is seeking your review and comment on the Priority Safety Projects in each
municipality, as we work to complete the final Safety Action Plan funded under our USDOT Safe
Streets and Roads for All (SS4A) grant.

The consultant team (FHI Studio/now IMEG) is nearly complete in distributing Priority Safety
Project maps and tables to each individual municipality for review. Please review your
projects and submit comments or questions to Roger Krahn, RKrahn@crcogct.gov
860-724-4215, by Friday, January 30, 2026. Thank you to those municipalities who have
already received their projects and responded with comments.

During the months of September through December of 2025, CRCOG staff and the consultant
team hosted virtual meetings with all CRCOG municipalities to discuss roadway crashes and
priority safety projects. Prior to these meetings the consultant team distributed crash maps, and
analysis including the High Injury Network and High Risk Network Maps.

The final Safety Action Plan is targeted to be completed for review and comment in February
2026. Final approval of the Safety Action Plan by the Transportation Committee and Policy Board
is targeted for April and May 2026.

CRCOG’s Vision Zero goal is to reach zero fatal and serious injury roadway (and multi-use trail)
crashes by 2040 with an intermediate target to reduce fatal, serious, and overall crashes by 50%
by 2032.
